FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK        FEBRUARY 4, 2018 
 
We begin the season of Lent on February 14, 2018 with Ash Wednesday.  Catholics, as well as other Christians, 
receive ashes on their foreheads as a sign of repentance and a willingness to review their lives, make amends 
and try to live a better life.  All too often, however this practice becomes just a “symbolic” gesture, a thing that 
we do without giving it much thought, simply because it is what we do.  The practice of “sitting in sack cloth 
and ashes” is an ancient one.  The citizens of Nineveh did it when Jonah announced that God was truly 
displeased with their lifestyles and was about to punish them.  It was part of the rite of confession, in the 
ancient and medieval church, to sit outside of church begging those entering to pray for the penitent until that 
time when the bishop or priest would come outside and lead them back into the church.  The act of penance 
in those days was a true one, one that everyone could readily witness and pray along with the penitent.  We 
have replaced that action with a symbolic gesture of a small mark on the forehead, and we “give up” 
something for Lent. 
 

Ashes are worthless and derive whatever meaning or value they have from our attitude.  To simply place ashes 
on our forehead with no real spirit of repentance is simply getting dirty.  The ash, made from burnt palm left 
over from last Palm Sunday, have no intrinsic value of their own.  The only value they have is that which we 
give them.  When a true spirit of repentance, a true desire to do better, to live a better life, or at least try to, 
accompanies the ash they have a tremendous amount of worth.  Giving up something becomes a gesture, 
unless it is meant to help us improve our life.  Lent is meant to be a time when we not only await the Rising of 
the Son, but a time of improvement in ourselves.  Rather than “giving up” something, it is a far better practice 
to “do something” for Lent.  Try to be a little kinder during this season.  A time to take a little more time to 
pray, to think about all of the gifts that God has given us and give thanks for those gifts.  Lent is a perfect time 
for us to try to love a little more and to try to judge others a little less harshly.  A time to truly practice the 
“Golden Rule”. 
 

Let us therefore, wear the sign of ashes not only on our forehead but in our hearts as well and great the rising 
of the Son of God with a purer spirit than when we began.  God bless and have a good Lent.
